smogthly, but will likewise stop rust and corrosion. Rust is a deadly
enemy to iron and steel and though it takes a long time to break down
the resistance of some great structure, yet finally it will succeed.
Just a little oil will act as a great preventive and will render the
rust germ inoperative. Oh, how many great spiritual structires have
been finally brought to destruction by some apparently small microbe
of sin. And why? All because of a failure to keep the soul well oiled
with Divine Lubrecant, the Holy Spirit.

The word ANOINT in the Scriptures has seve
meanings. :
I. TO CONSECRATE.

The first mention of the word anoint-
ed is in Gen. 3I:I3 where Jacob anointed the pillar at

Bethel., In this passage the word means to CONSECRATE,
SANCTIFY, SET APART.

2. TO POUR ON.
We pray, "Pour out Thy Holy Spirit."

3. TO RUB IN AND RUB ON.
